UK MC Antithesis, ‘The Zionist Rapper’, has released his first music video, featuring the first single and title track from his third EP, ‘Proud to be a Zionist’. Released this year to mark 150 years since the birth of Theodore Herzl, the founder of the political Zionist movement, the video has been released in the lead up to Yom Ha’atzmaut, with the single release due on the day itself.
The song is a passionate reclamation of the word Zionist from those who would seek to misuse it; emphasising the universal nature and appeal of a movement that seeks self-determination for a persecuted people; an ideology that believes in democracy, freedom of expression and human rights. Antithesis wants to inspire people to be proud of their Zionism and understand what it represents.
To emphasise the universal nature of the core message of Zionism, Antithesis pays homage to Zionist leaders from the right and left wings; both religious and secular. Their manifestations of Zionism were not the same, but they all believed in Jewish self-determination in the land of Israel, and this is what Antithesis is keen to underline; this is Zionism, and this should be something of which we can be proud.
The video was shot in Jerusalem utilising venues symbolising ancient Israel (the Old City), the beginnings of Zionist immigration (Yemin Moshe, built during the 1st Aliyah) and the modern state (the Knesset). Antithesis met the executive producer, Ziv Maor, when they were both participants on the ROI summit in Tel Aviv last year, and he used his knowledge of the Israeli film industry to pull together a production team. The video was directed by Sam Dorman, and produced by Benny Toledano of Digital Media. 

In order to pay for the cost of the video production Antithesis appealed to his fans for funds. The donations he received, ranging from £5 all the way up to £600, made the video possible.

Antithesis’s previous CDs, ‘The Israel Question’ and ‘United Kingdom of Racism’, have reached four figure sales across 14 different countries. He has performed across the UK, in Israel, the US, Argentina, and across Europe and has appeared on BBC radio. All profits from CD sales are put into the Antithesis Charitable Fund, a registered charity, which helps fund projects such as the MIA campaign and a Terror Victims’ Support Fund.
Antithesis, who is 27 years old, is so-called because he is the antithesis of the stereotypical rapper. He is white, Jewish and had no troubled upbringing. The former City of London pupil grew up in South London where he would often lead services in his local synagogue. In 2007 the Jewish Chronicle listed him in their Power 100 list of the UK Jewish community. He is currently based in Switzerland, working in a marketing role, but hopes to make aliyah soon.
Antithesis read Oriental Studies at Trinity College, Cambridge, and graduated with First Class Honours in 2006. While at university he was elected president of both the Jewish and Israel societies and founded Kol Cambridge, an Israeli and Jewish music radio programme which was nominated for a BBC student radio award. Varsity newspaper listed him in their ‘Talent List’ of the 100 most talented students in Cambridge. He was an active member of the Federation of Zionist Youth, the UK’s largest Jewish youth movement, and was elected Mazkir (national director), a full-time paid position, serving from 2006-7. Antithesis is a proud polyglot and is conversant in Hebrew, French, Spanish and Japanese.
